Background:
In 2003, the Health Education and Nutrition Sections merged to form the Wellness & Prevention Section within the NC Public Health Association.  The two sections combined their awards and together continue to recognize the outstanding efforts of Public Health Professionals in North Carolina. Awards include the Sparkle Project, Golden Project, Jeanne Palmer Excel Award, and the Bertlyn Bosley Award for Excellence in Public Health Nutrition.
· The Sparkle Project Award recognizes a model health education and/or nutrition project of two years or less duration or a one-time event in which a health educator and/or nutritionist was involved.

· Model health education and/or nutrition projects of more than two years, in which a health educator and/or a nutritionist was involved in its design and establishment, are eligible to compete for our Golden Project Award.

· We reserve the Jeanne Palmer Excel Award for an outstanding health educator in recognition of his/her contributions to promoting the health and well-being of North Carolina residents and/or the health education profession.

· The Bertlyn Bosley Award for Excellence in Public Health Nutrition will recognize an outstanding nutritionist who has made significant contributions to the field of public health nutrition.
