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BYLAWSPRIVATE 

WELLNESS & PREVENTION SECTION

NORTH CAROLINA PUBLIC HEALTH ASSOCIATION, INC.

Article I







Name

The name of this section of the North Carolina Public Health Association, Inc. (NCPHA) shall be known as the Wellness and Prevention Section.

Article II

Purpose

The purpose of the Wellness and Prevention Section of the NCPHA shall be to bring together all persons interested in public health education (Health Educators, Nutritionists, Human Resource Personnel, Instructors-Health, PE and related areas, etc.) including official agencies, voluntary agencies, schools, colleges, etc., for the purpose of fostering and stimulating:

(  A greater degree of opportunity for cooperation with all health personnel;

(  The promotion of joint planning among agencies, schools, organizations, community groups, and businesses concerning wellness and prevention; 

(  A better understanding, integration, and promotion of health for all people.

Article III

Membership

Any member of the NCPHA shall be eligible for membership in the Wellness and Prevention Section. A minimum of 25 persons is required to maintain Section status. All persons belonging to the Section are entitled to all membership privileges, including the right to make motions, vote, and the right to hold an office.

Article IV

Officers and Executive Committee

Section 1:  Officers
The officers of the Wellness and Prevention Section shall be a Chairperson, a Vice Chairperson, and a Secretary/Treasurer.

Section 2:  Election
The Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and Secretary/Treasurer will be elected for a two-year term beginning at the close of the Annual Meeting in the odd year.  A single slate of officers shall be presented by the Nominating Committee at the Annual Meeting.

Section 3:  Executive Committee/Nominating Committee
The Executive Committee shall be comprised of the following:

A.  Duties of the Executive Committee/Nominating Committee
1.
Carry out activities of the Wellness and Prevention Section between the Annual Meetings. Any action or project involving reference to, or participation by the NCPHA shall not be undertaken until submission in writing and approved by the Governing Council.

2.
Establish dues for the Wellness and Prevention Section members. Notification of change in dues shall be made to the membership at least one (1) year prior to beginning of the fiscal year.  
3.        Select a single state of officers from the membership to be presented at the Annual Meeting in the odd year.

Article V

Committees, Representatives, Liaison Persons 

Section 1:  Standing Committees

Standing Committees of the Wellness and Prevention Section of the NCPHA, except otherwise provided by the Bylaws, shall be established by the Executive Committee as needed. The term of the committee shall expire at the close of the Annual Meeting.  Standing Committees may include, but are not limited to, those listed below.  
A. Awards Committee

    1.  
Secures nominations for awards from general membership.

    2.  
Notifies nominators of award winners about one (1) month prior to the Annual Meeting. Invites each recipient to attend the Wellness and Prevention Section Business Meeting, and if the recipient cannot attend, designates the name of a person who will accept in his/her behalf.

3.  
Presents awards at the Wellness and Prevention Section Business Meeting and 
recognizes award recipients at the Annual Banquet.

4.  
Prepares press releases for use immediately after the presentation of awards. It 
is suggested that a picture accompany these press releases. Press releases 
should be sent to state newspapers and to the newspapers that serve the 
recipients' home counties.

    5.  
Evaluates awards criteria prior to the Annual Meeting.

B.  Bylaws & Manual of Procedures Committee

1.  
Reviews and/or updates the NCPHA Wellness and Prevention Section Bylaws
annually.

2.  
Reviews and/or updates the Manual of Procedures annually.

C.  Membership Committee

1.  
Identifies and actively recruits individuals for potential membership and participation in the Wellness and Prevention Section.

D.  Program Planning Committee

1.  
Plans Wellness and Prevention Section program for the NCPHA Annual  Meeting.

Section 2:  Special Committees

Special Committees may be created by the vote of the membership or action of the Executive Committee. The vote constituting such special committees shall indicate their size, composition, and purpose.

Article VI

Finances

All finances of the Wellness and Prevention Section shall be handled by the Secretary/Treasurer in payment of accounts of the Wellness and Prevention Section. These transactions are subject to review and approval of the Executive Committee. The Secretary/Treasurer shall report to the Executive Committee all receipts and disbursements and report annually to the entire Wellness and Prevention Section. The books of the Wellness and Prevention Section shall be audited annually by the NCPHA Audit Committee members. 
Article VII

Meetings

The Wellness and Prevention Section of the NCPHA shall hold regular meetings in conjunction with the NCPHA meetings, and at other times if deemed advisable, after securing approval from the President of the NCPHA.

Article VIII

Quorum

A quorum of the membership shall be those present at any duly called meeting of the Wellness and Prevention Section.  

Article IX

Rules of Order

Business sessions of the Wellness and Prevention Section shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order
Article X

Amendments to the Bylaws

These bylaws may be amended by two-thirds vote of the members present and voting at any Annual Meeting if:  1) amendment(s) have been submitted by the Wellness and Prevention Section Bylaws and Manual of Procedures Committee Chairperson to the Wellness and Prevention Section Executive Committee for review, and 2) submission to the NCPHA Bylaws and Manual of procedures Chairperson and the NCPHA Governing Council to assure accordance with the NCPHA Bylaws, and 3) submitted to the Wellness and Prevention Section Secretary/Treasurer and transmitted to the membership at least fifteen (15) days before the Annual Meeting.
