Data released in August 2012 show
that North Carolina’s high school
graduation rates have risen to the
highest level ever in our state. The new
figures continued a trend that has seen
the state’s graduation rate rise nearly
12% points over the last six years to
80.2% this year. In 2006, North
Carolina’s graduation rate stood below
the national average at 68.3%. In 2009,
the last year for which data are available,
America’s Promise Alliance found that
the national graduation rate was 75.5%.

The Healthy NC 2020 goal related to
high school graduation rate is to increase
the four-year high school graduation
rate to 94.6% by 2020.
